ANC 2B DUPONT CIRCLE ADVISORY NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION
REGULAR MEETING, Wednesday, February 8, 2006 Jewish Community Center

The February Regular Meeting of the DupontCircle Advisory Neighbohood
Commission (Commission or ANC 2B) was called to order by Chair Darren Bowie at
7:00 pm. TheCommissionasidentified thar Single Member Districts (SMDs). Present
were: Rob Halligan (2B-01), Karyn-Siobhah Robinson, (2B-02), Bob Meehan (2B-03),
Darren Bowie (2B-04), Mark Bjorge (2B-05), Mike Silverstein (2B-06), Peter Klempay
(2B-08) and Ramon Estrada (2B-09). Babak Movahedi (2B-07) was not present.

PUBLIC TESTIMONY AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

Commissioneg Silverstein announed tha the L ofts development project (formerly
Embassy Square Hotel) (2000N Street, NW) is scheduled to open onMarch 18", There
will be 63 valet parking spaces available to the pulic.

Commissione Meehan noted that congituents expressed conaern regarding the Safeway
remodding project.

Commissione Robinson announed tha Fairfax Deli (2153 P Street, NW) had closed.
Sheisworkingto find outthe status Fairfax Deli@@ Alcoholic Beverage Regulation
Adminigtration (ABRA) license.

A condituent complained aboutnoise caused by condruction of acarriage hou at the
Mathematical Association of America(152918" Street, NW). He requested help from
the Commission and concerned congituents to prohibit condruction from starting before
8:00 AM. He noted tha 60 people in thesurroundng area signed a ptition agang
condruction beginning at 7:00 AM. Commissiong Robinson noted tha condructionis
legdly alowed to start at 7:00 AM. Commissioneg Silverstein made a point of order.
Commissione Bowie recommended the congituent contact his single member district
Commissiona, Commissiona Movahedi, to add this matter to the March 8" meeting
agenda

Morgan Zehna, Executive Director of Historic DupontCircle Main Streets, announed
the Annud Spring Fling Gala Event on March 21% from 6:00-9:00 at the Washington
Hilton (1919Connecticut Avenue NW). Tickets are $35.

AdrienneWilliams, arepresentative of Safeway (1701 Corcoran Street, NW), appeared
before the Commission regarding concernsover its building permit for various
renovaions Shenoted tha Safeway has obtained a building permit. Shenoted tha a
representative would appear before the Commission, if requested, at the March 8"
meeting to address any further concerns



PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE

Commissione Halligan announed tha the Duport Circle Public Safety Committee
meets every third Tuesday of themonth at 7:00 PM at the Metro Police Department
stationat 1620V Street, NW.

Commissiona Halligan noted recent problems at the hdfway hous at 173217" Street,
NW. He nated tha the Metro Police Department (MPD) and school officials would
monitor Frands School students, recently seen fighting at thebusstop located at the
DupontCircle North metro exit. Commissiona Halligan noted that three burglaries had
recently taken place inthearea. He also advised busness ownerstha MPD had
discovered that some busnesses had forgotten to lock up thar buildings which resulted
inafew burglaries.

Commissione Bowie announed tha the Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) Board is
investigating the recent stabbing at Chaos (1603 17" Street, NW). He noted that the
Commission would wait for theresults of the ABC Board@inquiry before ANC 2B
would proceed with any action.

GENERAL AGENDA

Janice Quintana, representative of the Mayor@ Call Center, presented information on
services provided to DC residents. Residents can contact the Mayor@ Call Center at 202

multilingud representatives are available to assist DC residentsfrom 7:00AM B7:00
PM, Monda/-Friday. Shenoted tha this system allows residents to electronically track
service requests.

Carlon Klapthor, Ward 2 Services Coordinaor, requested residents to contact him at 202
671-4095,if theMayor@ Call Center isnat resporsive.

RamonaBurns Ward 2 Trangportation Planne, District Department of Trangportation
(DDOQT), made a presentation regarding the 1) Status of P Street Streetscape (between
DupontCircle and P Street bridge); and 2) Upcoming Street Resurfacing and
Recongruction Projects. Shenoted that DDOT would not begin the P Street Streetscape
project until the Fall, to minimize any adverse effects on busnesses. DDOT does not
currently have a specific schedule planned for this project. Shealso noted tha DDOT
was in the beginning stages of negotiating with contractors for work on street resurfacing
and recondruction projects. Shestated tha DDOT would condud a public outreach to
residents regarding these matters, induding informing residents of any parking
restrictionsimposed as a result of the condruction.

Commissione Bjorge commended DDOT@ work on adding new crosswalk lights and
handicap access rampsat 17" and P Streets, NW. He inquired why this project was not



completed within the allotted 45 days. Ms. Burnsstated tha shewould look into this
matter.

Commissioneg Silverstein noted tha he was very impressed with the Historic Dupont
Circle Main Streets meeting regarding the P Street Streetscape project. He noted this will
bedifficult work, and tha DDOT should approach the project block by block. He noted
tha DDOT sated that only onelane of traffic would be blocked during the course of this
project.

Gary Heurich gave a presentation regarding the status of the Brewmaster@ Castle (1307
New Hampshire Avenug NW). He noted tha thefounddion responsble for the Castle
recently exhauged its reserves, because revenuedid not sufficiently increase to pay its
loan interest expense. He noted the urgent need to raise $250000 by February 15" to
cover thefoundaion®loan default. |f successful, thenext god isto raise $1.5 million.
He noted that all donaionsare tax dedudible. He announed that American University
would have afundaiser at thecastle on February 10, 2006from 5:30-7:30. Tickets are
$15. He dso announed a black tie gdafundaiser on Valentine@® Day for $75 to
suppot the Brewmasters Castle. He noted tha Coundlmember Evanswould ask Mayor
Williams for a$500000lineitem budgé in theFY 07 budge. These fundswould not
hdp meet the February 15" deadline.

Commissione Bowie made a motion to send a letter to Mayor Anthony Williams
requesting he suppott Coundlmember EvansOrequest for a $50Q000lineitem for the
founddioninthe FY07 budge. Commissiona Robinson secondel themotion. The
motion carried unanimougdy (8-0).

The Commission congdered a motion suppoting DC Coundl Funding of the GGreen
TeamOProgram. Commissiona Halligan madethe following motion:

Whereas The Green Team a partnership of multiple agencies and organizations
leveraged over $150000from UDC's Agricultural Extenson Programand private
developeasto partne with the Coalitionfor the Homeless, DC Greenworks, Cultural
Tourism DC, andthe Columbia Heights/Shawamily Suppot Collaborative to provide
safety, maintenane, and anmbassador services seven days a week for the entire 26 blocks
of the 14th & U Main Street service area. This programwas seen asa win-win-win-win
for everyoneinwlved, and

Whereas in this year-long pilot programthe Coalition for the Homeless managel the
payroll and placement of workers. There were ten original workers, all of whomwere in
transtional housng at the beginning of the program and by the middle of the year all
had been able to move into permanent housng, except for oneindividual who dropped
out of theprogramearly dueto subgance abus issues. DC Greenworks provided



advanced training throughits certification by UDC to provide Mager Gardening
training in landsapemaintenance, indudng pubiic green space andtree boxes. Cultural
Tourism DC provided the anbassador training, highlighting the significance of the
history of the area andtheimportance of the services that theworkers were

now providing to the naghbohood. The Colunbia Heights/'ShawFanily Suppot
Collaborative chaired the Workforce Devel opment Conmittee fromwhich the Green
Teamevolved, where they were able to cusomize a retail training programused by the
Anamdgia Main Street Programthat unfortunaely hasnever been fully indituted because
of thedissolution of the 14th & U Main Street program, and

Whereas the Green Team program, while extremely successful and appreciated by the
conmunity, wasdiscontinued in July of 2004dueto lack of fundng, resulting in the
termination of all ten employees, which put many of them "back into the system", and

Whereas ANC 2B indudes 5 blocks of the 14th and U corridor, and

Whereas the DC Coundl Economic Developrrent Committee, chaired by
Coundlmember Shaon Ambrose, is consdering funding $350000for the Green Team
programthroughthe NeighbothoodImprovement Fundlegidation, which would bring
bad the"Green Teant' notonly for the 14th & U area butfor 7th and9th Sreets aswell,
therefore

Be it resolved, that ANC 2B suppotts the funding of the Green Team program
Commissione Estradaseconded the motion. Themotion carried unanimoudy (8-0).
REGULATORY AGENDA

The Commission consdered the Board of Zoning Adjugment (BZA) Application No.
17447by 21420 Street LLC for variances to allow the enlargement of an existing vacant
former apartment building from 10 Units to 8-9 condominium units in the DC/R-5-B
Didtrict at 21420 St.,, NW. Commissione Silverstein updated the Commission onthis
matter. Paul A. Tummonds Attorney, Pillsbury Winthrop Shaw Pittman LLP, and Ali
Honakar, Architect, DivisonlArchitects, spokeaboutthis project on behdf of the
applicant before the Commission.

Commissione Silverstein inquired aboutwhere the air conditioning unit would be
ingalled. Mr. Honaker stated that it would beingalled on top of the building.

A condituent expressed concern tha this application would create a precedent for other
buildingsin thevicinity of the apartment building. Other condituents expressed concern
ove thealeyway behindthis building. Congdituents also commended the applicant and
his architect for asking for ndghbosGinput



Commissioneg Silverstein received a petitionfrom Woody Landy and Mary Lord urging
suppot for this application. Commissioneg Silverstein made a motionto suppot the
application. Commissione Meehan seconded themotion.

Commissiones Bjorge and Silverstein noted ther concern regarding theimpact of the
light and air proposd on the nearby building, and requested these concernsbe noted for
any future actions

Commissione Meehan made a friendly amendment to note tha the Commission does not
condder anincrease in FAR agenaa precedent regarding FARSs because of the unique
naure of the building. Commissione Silverstein accepted the friendly amendment. The
motion carried unanimoudy (9-0). Commissione Movahedi voted by proxy in suppot
of themotion.

The Commission consdered arevised BZA Application No. 17337for special exceptions
and variances in connection with proposd alteration and additionsto five row houss for
convasionto ahotel at 17431755N St., NW.

A representative of theapplicant Morton Bende appeared before the Commission to
explain therevised application. He noted tha Mr. Bende subdantially reduced the size
of the proposd hotdl.

Commissiona's Meehan and Silverstein noted tha a specia exception or variance
requires the applicant to meet amore severe test than what the law allows. They added
tha the applicant mug proveto the Commission that heis notdoing anything detrimental
to hisneghbos.

A representative of Tabard Inn (1739N Street, NW) requested the Commission to oppo®
the special exception application before the Board of Zoning Adjugment and the Historic
Preservation Review Board (HPRB). Bill Green, Director of Operations Science Service
(1719N Street, NW), announed tha hehad filed party statuson behdf of Science
Service, UAW, JohnsHopkins University, andthe Leagueof Ten Women. These paties
noted their oppostion to this application because of negaive impacts ontheuse of the

aley.

The Commission heard an updae regarding Historic Preservation Application (HPA) No.
05-331for concept approvad regarding proposd ateration and additionsto five row
houses for convasonto ahotel at 17431755N Street NW.

Commissione Bowie made a motion to oppo® the applicant@® BZA application for
specia exception relief for hotels andinnsunde Section 512, and in particular tha the
standadsunde Sections5123,5124, 5125 and 512.10 have not been met by the
applicant. Commissione Estradasecondel themotion. Themotion carried unanimoudy
(8-0).



Commissione Bowie made a motion to oppo® the specia exceptionrelief for roof
structures unde Section 5304 because standadswere not met, in paticular that the
proposl would materially impair thelightand air of adjacent buildings Commissione
Halligan secondal the motion. The motion carried unanimoudy (8-0).

The Commission took no action on variance relief for the court.

Commissione Bowie made a motion to oppo® the application because the applicant did
not meet the general standadsfor special exceptionrelief unde Section 3104.
Commissione Bjorge secondal the motion. Themotion carried unanimoudy (8-0).

Commissione Bowie made a motionto send a letter to HPRB oppos$ng therevised plan
submitted by the applicant because the proposd bulk, height, and the fifth floor addition
are not compaible with the historic naure of thisimportant block, and based on concerns
aboutthe proposd demolition. Commissiona Estrada secondel the motion. Themotion
carried unanimoudy (8-0).

Commissione Bowie made a motion to also oppo® the HPRB application because of the
adverse effects on the existing garden of the propaty. Commissiona Estrada seconded
themotion. Commissiong Halligan made afriendy amendment addressing the Dupont
Circle Overlay. Commissione Bowie accepted thefriendly amendment. Themotion
carried unanimousdy (8-0).

The Commission heard a presentation by Mascaro Condruction Company regarding a
condruction project at 103015th Street, NW. A representative of Mascaro Condruction
Company explained its plan for renovaions induding two new floors, facades and an
addition. They will submit atraffic control plan to the Commission at a later date.

The Commission consdered proposed comments to the DC Office of Planning regarding
the Comprehensve Plan Maps

Commissione Meehan made a motion to submit thefollowing recommenddaionsto the
DC Office of Planning regarding the Comprehensve Plan maps

WHEREAS, the D.C. Office of Planning (OP) is currently engaged in a process intended
to result in therevision of theexisting Comprehensive Plan, and

WHEREAS, OP has identified varioussignificant discrepandes between the existing
Zoning Map and theexisting Comprehensve Plan Map (also caled the
Generalized Land Use Map), and has invited ANC@ to review and comment on
these discrepandes with an eye toward identifying errors and desired future
changesin these maps and

WHEREAS, ANC 2B suppots soundcity planning and has been meeting and conaulting
with local residents on mapping issues;



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, tha Advisory NeighbohoodCommission 2B
recommendsthese changes to the Generalized Land Use Map be made as part of
the Comp Plan revision process:

A. Conform land use to existing zoning as follows:

1. Changemixed useto residential only.

West side 20" St between New Hampshire and back of building facing P
St (ANC #1). changeland use to residential high dengty.

West side New Hampshire between 20" and N Sts (ANC #2): changeland
useto residential high densty.

West side21* St from N to New Hampshire to Ward place (ANC #6):
changeland use to residential high densty.

West side 15" St between P and Church Sts (ANC #16). changeland use
to residential modeate dengty.

17" St at RiggsPlace both sides (OP #7): changeland use to residential
modeaate dengty for R5-B zone

17" St at Q St West side (OP #10)): changeland use to residential
modeate dengty for R5-B zone

South sideN St between 21% and 22ndeSts (ANC # 7-1): remove
commercia mix-use overlay. See A2 bdow for other change

2. Reduceresidential dengty to fit zoning.

Triangle boundel by News Hampshire, N and 21% Sts (ANC #5): show
whole area as residential modeate dengty.

East side 17" St between alley and Willard St entrance (ANC #8): change
land use to residential modeate use.

West sideof 17" St between T and Willard (OP #2): changeland use to
residential modeate use.

West side New Hampshire between Swannand S St (OP #3b). change
land use to residential modeate use.

South sideN St between 21% and 22™ Sts (ANC #7-2, OP #25)): change
land use for R5-B zoning sectionin middle of block to residential
modeate dengty.

3. Inceaseresidential dengty to fit zoning.

West side 16" St between R and Corcoran Sts (ANC #10). changeland
useto resdential medium dengty.

East side 16" St between alley between Swannand S and R Sts (ANC
#12) changeland useto residential medium densty.

P St between 21% and 22™ Sts (OP #23) changeland use to commercial
medium dendty with medium residential mixed-use overlay.



« South sideP St between 17" and 18" Sts and East side of 17" between P
and O Sts (OP #12) changeland use to residential medium densty.

B. Conform land use to predominant actud use as follows:

1.

Reconfirm land use shown on existing Comp Plan if zoning is different.

* West side16" St between U and R Sts (ANC #9): leave land use as
resdential modeate dengty.

« East sde16" St between Caroline St and alley between Swannand S Sts
(ANC #11) leave land use as residential modeate densty.

« East sde16" St between R and Corcoran Sts (ANC #13) leave land use
asresidential modeate dengty.

* East sdeNew Hampshire between S St and RiggsPlace (OP #8): leave
land use as residential modeate densty.

« Small triangle at 15" St and Rhodelsland (OP #15): leave land use as
residential medium densty.

*  South side Mass between 21% and 22™ Sts (OP #27): leave land use as
residential medium densty.

Small podet of R5-D at corner at corner 20" and R Sts (OP #20): leave
land use as residential modeate densty.

Changeland use to reflect predominant actud use if Comp Plan shows
different land use.

« East side16" St between Corcoran and Q Sts (ANC #14) changeland
use to modeate densty.
* Caroline St: changeland use to residential low density (OP #30).

Add mixed use where appropriate to commercial land use.

« 18" St between Sand U Sts (ANC #73: add residential modeate densty
mixed-use ovelay.

« East side17" St between P and Q Sts(OP #11): add residential moderate
densty mixed-use overlay.

Clarify land use symbolsin Special Purpos Zones.

« East side16" St between Q and P Sts ((ANC # 15). changeland use to
residential modeate dengty.

*  New Hampshire between DupontCircle and RiggsPlace (OP #9). leave
land use as residential modeate densty.

* Eadt sdeof DupontCircle (OP # 18). leave land use as commercial
medium dengty.

« O Stbetween 16" and 17" Sts (OP #13). changeall theresidential
modeate dengty to residential medium dendty. While this still leaves the
lots on the South sidewith split zoning, it recognizes tha any



development unde the Special Purpose 1 zoning should not beat the
highest dengty level permitted unde the small section of Special Purpose
2 zoning. Thefind dispostion of theblock is a zoning matter.

C. Correct map registry errors as follows:

18" St between Sand U Sts (OP #1). align commercia land use to coincide
with C2-A zoneon both sides of 18" &.

West sideof 17" between T and Swann Sts (OP #33): align residential
medium dendty to match R5-D zoning.

East sideof 17" Stat T St (OP #4): align residential medium densty land use
with apartment buildingsand retain residential moderate densty for row
hous areato the East.

South sideU St between 14" and 15" St (OP #5) s align modeate density
mixed use to match the Arts district zoning bounday.

South sideof R St between Conneticut and 19" St (OP # 19): alignthe
commercia land use to match the commercia zoning bounday.

East side Connecticut between R St and Hilliard St (OP #21): align
commercia land use with commercia zoning,i.e. pull commercial off R5-B
zoning.

East side Connecticut between Hilliard Place and Q St (OP #22): align
commercia land use with commercial zoning,i.e. pull residential modeate
dengty off C-3B zoning.

15" St between O St and Rhodelsland Ave (OP #14): alignresidential high
dengty to match R5-D zoning, i.e. for section currently shown asresidential
modeate dengty.

North sde Rhodeldand Av East of Connecticut Ave (OP #17): align
commercia high dengty with C3-C zone i.e. for Specia Purpos 1 area East
of alley, show same mixed use asrest of the SP 1 area.

D. LeavetheComp Plan asis:

 Blodck boundel by Massachusetts, 17", N, and 18" St (OP #16): see noissuewith
mixed use as shown on Comp Plan.

Commissione Estradaseconded the motion. Commissionas Bjorge and Silverstein noted
tha they wanted to vote for thismotion, butdid nat feel comfortable doing so without
knowing how the recommendaionswould affect each SMD.

Themotion carried (5-4) with Commissionas Bjorge, Silverstein and Robinson opposng
themotion. Commissione Movahedi voted by proxy in oppostionto themotion.



Commissione Bjorge commended Commissione Meehan for his hard work onthis
issue
