
JANUARY 16TH, 2002 MEETING OF ANC 2B(DUPONT CIRCLE)

Chair Vince Micone called the January Meeting of ANC 2B (Dupont Circle) to order at
7:35 pm.
After calling the meeting to order the Chair introduced himself and asked the
commissioners to introduce themselves. Before the introduction of the commissioners,
the Chair noted that this was the first meeting on the new year and that there were a lot of
people present. He then recognized Jeff Courdriet who represented Councilmember Jack
Evans office, Clark Ray, the Ward 2 Services Coordinator, Leslie Hoataling, Director.
Department of Public Works, Gwen Mitchell, Parking Services, Commander Cheryl
Peacock (District 3), and Kyle Pistor. Former ANC2B Commissioner.
The Commissioners then recognized themselves Norma Zane Chaplain )2B01), Try
Morgan (2B07), Jeff Hopp (2B04),and David Jolliffe (2B03). Marilyn Newton (2B06)
absent due to travel. The Chair then announced that there was only one petitioner for the
vacant single member district 2B05 and that Wayne Lerch was the new commissioner for
2B05.
LOCAL POLICE & CRIME REPORTS
Commander Peacock of the 3 District stated that the first 16 days of 2002 were very,
very quiet and that there had been a total decrease in crime in the first 16 days.
Lt. Gary Duran of PSA 307 stated that there had been a 19% decrease in crime in PSA
307 as of December 2001.
Lt. Hill of PSA 308 reported that there had been an overall decrease in crime in PSA 308
by 2%. Nevertheless there had been an increase in burglaries for 2001 over 2000.
Lt. Groomes of PSA 309 reported that here had been an overall 2% decrease in crime in
2001 from that of 2000. However, there had been an increase in burglaries and robberies,
especially in November and December, even though there had been a decrease in theft
from autos of 20%.
In response to questions from commissioners and the audience, it was reported that the
boundaries of PSA’s were being looked into. Several residents from 21 Street and
Hopkins Street complained of brazen drug activity in the Hopkins street area and an alley
behind it. One resident stated that all the alleys are infested with drug use and dealing
and that if you look them in the eye they keep on doing what they are doing when they
use to look away and run if detected. Drug dealing is skyrocketing in the neighborhood.
Jim Oystrenic, DCCA vice chair, stated that there is a girl on Hopkins Street that is afraid
to come out of her house because of drug dealing. Gorge Britton praised the police for
their quick response to his call concerning drug dealing. Zelda Zeldin complained of noresponses to her calls. According to Commander Peacock there is a problem in the
dispatcher’s office, if the dispatcher does not inform the police on the beat they do notknow that there is a problem. This problem is being looked into. She also advised the
audience to be very specific about what you see and make sure that the dispatcher
understands the urgency and be more descriptive.
Several residents of a Condo on Corcoran Street complained of orange cones being in the
Street for no apparent reason, blocking parking and egress and ingress. Thoughthe
question was addressed to Lt Hill, Commander Peacock assured the residents that the
cones would be removed. From January through March, street cleaning is suspended,
however, many residents wished that there was more warning or publicity about this.



A resident who complained of a man wandering up and down Corcoran Street in the wee
hours was told to call Lt Hill’s pager even though there is a regular patrol. Lt. Hill’s
pager number is 996-5337.
Commissioner had concerns about repeated burglaries on 19th Street and 2 burglaries in
the 1700— 1800 blocks of Riggs Street. Suspect not arrested yet pending results of a
finger print test. Lt. Groomes asked for information concerning possible victims in the
1400 block of 21sStreet. She is seeking to build a case against a Robert Johnston for
fraud, theft, and assault with intent to rob. I f you are a victim or know about this case
call 202 966-3000.
The Chair called for and got a resounding round of applause for the police.

ANNOUCEMENTS AND OPEN FORUM
Micone made an announcement that the Public Safety Meeting of ANC 2B would be
January 23 at 7:30 pm in the Dupont Circle Resource Center, #9 Dupont Circle. He also
announced that street cleaning was suspended until March 1 8th, 2002. Also announced
ithe fact that the ABC permit for an outdoor café for Uni Sushi had been denied.
The Chair then recognized Kyle Pistor, former commissioner and Chair of ANC 2B and
newly elected president of the Dupont Circle Conservancy, who addressed the
Commissioners on the matter of an interior easement in the 1-leurich mansion. He stated
that the Washington Historical Society was moving to Mt. Vernon Square and that the
Mansion was for sale and though the exterior was protected, the interior was not. He
reported that the Dupont Circle Historic District, the Dupont Circle Citizens Association,
and the Heurich trust supported this interior easement to preserve the interior. The Chair
stathat he preliminarily supported the application of the DCC to.give the interior of the
Huerich Mansion protected status by means of an interior easement.
Debbie Hanrahan beseeched the Commissioners to come up with a solution to the
problem of teacher or staff parking at Ross Elementary School. Currently they are
parking on the playground of the school which leaves little room for the children to use
the playground in the best manner. Several approaches were mentionand the Chair
assigned David Jolliffe to work with Hanrahan’s committee and Ross Elementary School
to come up with a solution.

TSSUES
1. Election of Officers

The election of officers is called for at the January Meeting. Commissioner
Norma Zane Chaplian moved that all four currently serving officers be nominated
to continue in office. The Motion was seconded by Commissioner David Jolliffe.
After a VOTE the AYES were UNANIMOUS, there being no NAYES and NO
ABSTENTIONS. Therefore, Vince Micone was elected Chair, Irv Morgan, Vice
Chair, Marilyn Newton (absent), secretary , and Jeff Hopp Treasurer.

2. Presentation of Leslie Hoataling, Director of Public Works
After an introduction by the Chair, Ms. 1-lotaling stated that the status of the
Department of Transportation as a separate department form DPW was going to
Congressional Committee for approval. Hotaling introduced Gwen Mitchell,
administrator of the Bureau of Parking Services and her assistant. Hotaling then
proceeded to tell the group what DPW did. The Department of Public Works is





involved in solid waste management; cleaning streets, picking up trash; parkingenforcement; providing a reliable schedule of services; and curbside managementShe stated that the DWP had IOU brand new big snow trucks and 49 smaller snowtrucks for side streets. She also reported that the City would be using BLUE Saltso that people could tell that the street had been salted.
Educating the public about the delivery of DPW services is a big priority. TheDPW has a web site that reveals when to expect services to be delivered. 97% ofthe time services are delivered on time.
Press releases don’t seem to work as a means of getting information out. Forinstance the Washington Post refused to publish a new release about the timeswhen street cleaning was suspended. DPW has the data base of all ANC emailsand the web site. Communication of what services are available needs to becommunicated both internally as well as externally.
Effective enforcement is very important to the DWP. Getting the MetropolitanPolice involved in health issues has been an important step. MPD is going to stopand arrest people for health issue violations. Hotaling then talked about theservice coordinators for each ward (Clark Ray for Ward 2) and how this conceptwas a paradigm shift in the way government does business. Core teams such asthe DPW, Transportation, Dept. of Consumer and Regulatory Affairs, HealthDept., Housing and Community Resources and Office of Planning all coordinateto concentrate on a particular problem.

Persistent Problem Area Plans are a means to fix the root of the problem and notjust bandaid the problem. ‘Why are cars abandoned at a particular spot... what isthe underlying problem. It is about changing the way government (city)employees think about their job. Vector Control is getting some real heavyenforcement capabilities with the addition of 5 young men as rodent controlenforcers. Enforcement requires that you follow rules such as giving notice ofwhat is complained of and taking photographs of the site. She then named somepersistent problem areas. The 2001 Parking Task Force Report has beensubmitted to the Mayor. Gwen Mitchell, Administrator of Parking Services statedthat parking is a city wide problem and there is a need for enforcing the parkinglaws as well as new personnel. 138 additional officers have been added forresidential parking only. Call 727-1000 if you have a parking problem. TheParking Bureau pulls down requests hourly for parking enforcement.Emails and Go to these sites to seewhen things are to be done. Hotaling going to Ohio to look at 25 new tow trucksfor the city. Parking enforcement uses contract and DC tow trucks. Carol Swartzgot a bill through council easing parking restrictions from 10:00 pm to 7:30 am..You can now park in a loading zone for those hours. You still cannot park in frontof a fire hydrant or bus stop. Diplomats must comply. If foreign country get5USaid money can be taken from that aid to pay for parking fines. There are 4 ti offines... $50, $100, $1,000. Inclosing she left snow brochures.3. Persistent Problem Area Plan for Improvements on 17th Street, NW This plan hasalready been presented and up for vote only and not discussion. CommissionerHopp moved the adoption of the Plan and Commissioner Jolliffe seconded. The



motion carried, the VOTE being UNANIOUS, there being No NAY ES and NO
ABSTENTIONS.

4. Public Space Application: Tan, Inc., 1840 l8’’ Street ,NW
Tan has a CT ABC license and ANC 2B received notice the day after the
December meeting. ABC regulations for the city #301.3 do not allow expansion
to sidewalk cafés. Former Chair Kyle Pistor wrote two letter to the Public Space
Committee and current Chair Vince Micone has written two letters to the Public
Space Committee complaining of the way the Committee does its business
.Micone moved and Chaplain seconded the motion to ask Corporate Counsel to
record and allow ANC2B’s protest. The Motion passed UNANIMOUSLY, there
being NO NAYES and NO ABSTENTIONS.

5. ABC Renewals: Oasis, 2024 P St. NW, Ret. B, #26042 (2B02); 1500 Market
1500 Massachusetts Ave., NW, Ret. B #29696 (2B05); Fairfax Deli, 2153 P
Street, NW, Ret. B, #10435 (2B06)
Commissioner Morgan had a problem with the Oasis #26042 selling single
serving of alcoholic beverage in a brown paper bag. The bags with the bottle or
can end up in the street. Morgan moved to protest Oasis Deli’s (2024 P Street
NW) renewal subject to a voluntary agreement not to sell single servings of
alcoholic beverages. After a second by Jolliffe, a vote was taken resulting in the
passage of the motion, there being 4 AYES and I ABSTENTION.

6. BZA Application: Stuart Building — 1750 N Street, NW, Variance to Allow an
Addition to and Conversion of a Building for Office Use, # 16827 (2B07)
Pamela Stuart, a sole practicioner lawyer, bought the building at 1750 N St., NW
which had as its last tenant a legal fraternity. Use as a rooming house is its current
legal use. Ms. Stuart stated that in turning this space into commercial space, she
will maintain the historical character of the building. You will not know that it is
being enlarged. Parking will be decreased from 3 to 2. The reason for the
enlargement is to put in an iron fire escape. This particular block is devoid of
homes or houses. By virtue of putting in the fire escape, the percent of occupancy
of the lot will go from 55% to 61%. No increase in footprint of building. The 5’
floor will be extended from 6 feet to 8 feet. Commissioner Hopp moved and
Commissioner Morgan seconded that ANC 2B support BZA Application #16827.
After a vote, the motion carried, the AYES being UNANIMOUS and there beiong
NO NAY ES and NO ABS$TENTIONS.

7. BZA Application: Tutorsky Mansion 1720 16th Street, NW, Variance to Allow
B7B Use from 6 to 11 rooms, #16823
Humberto Gonzales was present with an attorney and some supporters. He stated
that he bought the I 893 Mansion to protect it and make it a very special property.
In his opinion, the law regulating BIB’s did not require him to have parking, but
that he would have valet parking. He stated that he had talked to neighbors aboutrenting parking. He plans to charge $350.00 per night per room and have 24 hourstaff and 24 hour surveillance cameras inside the house. He stated that he would
reside in the house, He also stated that he had fixed the roof and repaired some
joices. He then gave the plans for the rooms on each floor denoting the number ofbedrooms where applicable. The chair stated that his proposal had generated a lotof emails both pro and con. He further stated what the purpose of a variance was



and stated that there needs to be a fair and balanced hearing on the matter.
Commissioner Hopp stated that his emails had been equally balanced pro and con.Commissioner Chaplain stated that workers are parking in the circle on the
property. She inquired if the owner had a business plan and weather or not the B&B would be viable without a liquor license. Neighbors raised issues about trash
removal in the alley behind the house. Gonzales stated that he was going to do allthe laundry on the property (Linens for bed and towels for bath). He and Parent s
are on the deed.
Mike Fasano of the DCCA opposed the variance stating that business plans are
hard to separate from the B & B. Will there be parties and private fund raisers?
Does one need 13 employees for 11 rooms? The DCCA was opposed on the
grounds of scarcity of parking, trucks coming in and ou receptions and privateparties. Donna Hayes and Jim Oystrenic opposed on the grounds of receptions
and private parties. This could be a B& B masquerading as a hotel. John Keys
stated that the owner should receive cooperation for saving this wonderful intact
old mansion. Many neighbors expressed opinions both pro and con. Gonzales
tried to allay the fears of the neighbors concerning traffic, trash and use, but to
little avail. Commissioner Chaplain stated that the plan needed more thought, that
there were many things too vague. Did he have a business plan, would the B& B
be viable without a liquor license? Commissioner Morgan stated that Humberto
Gonzales was a good man but a bit naïve in his plan of operating a B & B and
counting on outside income from private parties or receptions. He further stated
that there were trash issues, easement issues, liquor license issues, ar1d issues of a
business plan showing that he could survive on B & B income with,ncome from
private parties and receptions where liquor might or might not be sold. Morgan
asked if he would willing to enter into a vQlutary agreement as to some of the
disputed issues. Commissioner Jolliffitoncerned over the parking issues assome were. Vince Micone stated that he was prepared to support the application
for the increase in rooms before he heard from one Gonzales staff members about
special events and fundraisers and the tax credit for the façade. B & B is one
thing but any special event would have a dramatic impact on the neighborhood.
He asked ANC 2B not to take action but take a breather and see if we can reachan agreement.

Micone further stated that the size and scope of the project requires more
information and scrutiny.
After a motion to support Application # 16823 (the Turtesky Mansion) by
Commissioner Hopp failed for lack of a second, .Commissioner Micone
moved that ANC 2B protest application #16823 pending the negotiation of a
voluntary agreement concerning all issues of the neighbors and DCCA and ask
the Board of Zoning Adjustment to give the Applicant and the ANC time to do
so. After a second by Commissioner Chaplain, there were 4 AYES. NO
NAYS and 2 ABSTENTIONS. The motion therefore carried.
The chair then assigned Commissioner Hopp and Morgan to work on the
voluntary agreement with himself.

VACANCY in 2B05

It appearing that Wayne Lerch was the only petitioner from single member
district 2B05 to file for the vacancy; therefore a motion by the Chair and
second by Commissioner Morgan that he be declared the Commissioner for
2B05 was passed UNANIMOUSLY, there being NO NAYS and NO
ABSTENTIONS.

ANC SECURITY TRUST FUND

ANC 2B needs to pay $73.26 into the ANC Security Fund for the District. A
motion to do so was made by the chair and seconded by Commissioner Hopp
and approved without objection.

Dragonfly Voluntary Agreement.

The ABC Board struck down the Voluntary Agreement reached by Dragonfly
with the neighbors and the ANC with the assistance of Commissioner Morgan.
Morgan will attend the ABC meeting on January 23, 2002 at 10:00am

HEURICH MANSION INTERIOR EASMENT

Chair Micone moved that ANC 2B support the efforts of the Dupont Circle
Conservancy to protect and preserve the interior of the first floor of the
Heurich Mansion by means of an interior easement. After a second by
Commissioner Chaplain the motion was approved without objection.



FIRST QUARTER FINANCIAL STATEMENT

CommissionerHopp movedthat ANC 2B adoptthe 1 QuarterFinancial
Statementof 2002that he had madeavailableto thosein attendanceand to the
Commissionersat the beginningof the meeting.This was approvedwithout
objection.

ROSSELEMENTARY SCHOOLPARKING

CommissionerJolliffe movedthatANC 2B sendtwo letters,one to the
Departmentof ParkingServicesandone to Dan Tangerlini, headof the District
Division(Department)of Transportationaskingeachagencyto conducta study
of the possibilityof parking in the 1700Block of R Street.After a secondby
Hopp, the motion was approvedwithout objection.

PEPPERS

ChairMicone reviewedthe problemwith “Peppers”,a restaurant/baron 17
Streettrying to expandto the secondfloor andthe roof without the proper
building or ABC permitsand in violation of the EastDupontMoratorium that
was passedby the City Council. He then movedthat ANC 2B write a letter to
the ABRA to investigatethe useof Peppers(1.527 RestaurantCorporation)of
the secondor more floors with an ABC permit andCertificateof Occupancy
for the first floor only. After a secondby CommissionerChaplain,the motion
carriedby a vote of 4 AYES, 1 ABSTENTION, and NO NAYS. Mike Fasano
of the DCCA was askedto help expeditethe aboveprocess.

Therebeing no further business,the meetingwas adjournedat 10:30 pm
