SPECIAL MEETING

Dupont Circle Community Resource Center

Wednesday May 28, 2003

The May Special Meeting of the Dupont Circle Advisory Neighborhood Commission (Commission or ANC 2B) was called to order by Chair Vince Micone at 7:02 pm. The Chair began the meeting by asking the Commissioners to identify themselves.  Present were: Rob Halligan (2B01), Vince Micone (2B02), Bob Meehan (2B03), Darren Bowie (2B04), Carol Mitten (2B05), Stuart Dwyer (2B06), Irv Morgan (2B07), Major Giese (2B08), and Ramon Estrada (2B09).  The Chair noted the presence of a quorum.  

GENERAL AGENDA ITEMS

The Commission invited and received confirmation from Denise Wiktor, Executive Secretary for the Public Space Committee, yet she failed to attend the meeting, citing scheduling difficulties. 

REGULATORY ISSUES

Ben and Mo’s

After much discussion with the owner, his lawyer and the leasing agents from Trisec, the Commissioners took no action on the matter regarding the selling of alcohol on the premises.  The owner and his lawyer will withdraw the public space application since the application was made in error—the property owner’s name is required not the business owner’s.  Commissioner Mitten proposed and Commissioner Morgan seconded a protest of the public space application.

Paradise Liquors, 1900 Fourteenth Street, NW: Following a brief period of resident expressions of concern over trash, sales of single servings of alcohol and loitering, Commissioner Estrada proposed and Commissioner Halligan seconded a motion to protest the renewal of this establishment’s ABC license renewal application and authorize Commissioner Estrada to commence negotiations on a Voluntary Agreement to address these concerns. The motion was carried unanimously.

Olives, 16th & K Streets, NW: ANC 2B considered Olives’ application for an unenclosed sidewalk café. It was noted that the Public Space Committee approved a similar application several years ago, in spite of the Commission’s opposition at that time. The Public Space Committee, in its order, required that the ANC “coordinate issues” with the Office of Planning. Commissioner Mitten proposed and Commissioner Meehan seconded a motion to request that the Public Space Committee require the reorientation of the sidewalk café so that it is closer to the building and that a sunset provision be established for the café.

Parking Meters at 16th and T Streets NW

Commissioner Estrada noted that parking meters have been installed on the north side of T Street on the 1600 block and proposed opposition to their installation due to the residential nature of the block.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Mitten.  It was approved unanimously.

Public Space Committee and Related Matters

The Chair noted that the ANC is not notified of Public Space Committee decisions.  DCCA President Bill Glew commented that more details are needed from applicants.  He further noted that there is no citizen member on the Committee.

Administrative Matters

After discussing the position of Executive Director, Commissioner Micone proposed and Commissioner Mitten seconded a motion to authorize execution of an interim employment contract for administrative services not to exceed 5 hours per week (not to exceed 20 hours per month) at a rate of $7,500.00 per year until a permanent Executive Director is hired.  The motion passed unanimously.
