SPECIAL MEETING, Tuesday, May 25, 2004

The Special Public Meeting of the Dupont Circle Advisory Neighborhood Commission (Commission or ANC 2B) was called to order by Chair Darren Bowie at 7:05 p.m.  The Commissioners introduced themselves.  Present were Rob Halligan (2B-01), Karyn-Siobhan Robinson (2B-02), Bob Meehan (2B-03), Darren Bowie (2B-04), Mike Silverstein (2B-06), and Ramon Estrada (2B-09).  The Chair noted the presence of a quorum.

A discussion was held regarding the request for Starbuck’s use of public space on 16th Street and K Street.  There was no opposition to the use of public space on the K Street side of the business.  Commissioner Bowie proposed a motion, seconded by Commissioner Estrada, that ANC 2B oppose this application for use of the public space on 16th Street on the basis it results in the loss of green space in a historic area (pending application before the Historic Review Board).  The motion was passed unanimously.

Commissioner Bowie proposed a motion, seconded by Commissioner Meehan, (read aloud with 9 parts hereby appended to these minutes) and added 2 further items:  1) the two trees in the current public space near the entrance are to be preserved and 2) the hours will remain in effect for a one-year trial period which may be renewed subject to review.  Commissioner Estrada called for a roll call vote.  The motion was passed by 5 votes (Commissioners Bowie, Halligan, Meehan, Robinson and Silverstein) to 1 vote (Commissioner Estrada).
The Special Meeting was adjourned at 9:30 pm.
